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dropped 30 points and the school leadership will take a look at the causes. EA is in the 
500s in API, which is to be expected at a first year school with a challenging 
population. All of the Envision schools continue to struggle, as is common in USA, 
with test scores in math.   

 
BL continues - the focus at Envision Schools continues to be on college preparation 
rather than on California state test results.  This can be measured by whether E.S. 
students need to have remedial classes in math in first year of college, and by 
consultations with experts in math.  The board will have a workshop on how to interpret 
California state test results.  JZ asks:  First, what are the implications of these results on 
our state/federal funding?  Second, if we are not looking at test scores as benchmark for 
student learning, how are we measuring this and what does learning look like?
